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ABSTRACT

If you are submitting a full paper, follow this Template 2. A 50- to 100-word abstract is required at the beginning of the manuscript, which must be sent, also, in a separate file, following the Template 1.

If you are submitting an extended abstract of up to 400 words, prepare it according to this Template 2. You must send, also, a separate file with a 50- to 100-word abstract, following the Template 1. 

The abstract and the full paper must be written preferably in English; however Portuguese, Spanish will be accepted as well.
INTRODUCTION

In this article, we describe the instructions for a manuscript (full paper or extended abstract) for the proceedings of LatinDisplay 2007 and its electronic data. The article must be typed in accordance with the instructions. You can use this form as a template of your manuscript. To ensure proper reproduction, authors should follow the instructions below.
TEXT

Title

The title of the paper should be the same as the title of the lecture. 

Authors

The presenting author should be underlined.

Format

1. The manuscript must be on A4 size paper, in two-column format.

2. The top, left, right, and bottom margins should be 25 mm, 20 mm, 20 mm and 35 mm, respectively. Allow 8 mm for the column spacing.

3. For good readability, the font size of your manuscript should be 10 point. Arial font is strongly recommended. 

Symbol, Wingdings or Zapf Dingbats Fonts (αβχδφγηκλµνοπθστυωξψζ∂∑∆) are strongly recommended for typing any math functions or Greek symbols. These special symbols can be inserted by using the insertion function for symbols and special characters in the MS-word menu.

Length

Although there is no maximum limit, we recommend authors to limit full papers to 4 pages and extended abstracts to 1 page (400 words). 

Headings & Subheadings

Major headings should be centered in the column. Subheadings should be aligned to the left side of the column. Third-order subheadings should be indented.

PHOTOS AND FIGURES

Color Photos and Figures

Photos and figures in the proceedings book will appear in black-and-white. Color images will be kept in the electronic proceedings (CD-ROM and USB memory.). If your manuscript includes color photos and/or color figures, the color information will disappear in the proceedings book. You should check the black-and-white prints of your manuscript. If necessary, modify the figures to be printed into good black-and-white images as shown in Figure 1, Figure 2, and Figure 3. 
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Fig. 1 Color figure - Color figures will appear in the electronic version.
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Fig. 2 Modified figure -Color information is modified for good black-and-white printing in the proceedings book.
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Fig. 3 Black-and-white figure in the proceedings book - Color information disappears.

Figures may be positioned in the text for easy referring.

Fonts in Photos and Figures

When you type text in photos or figures, Times New Roman, Helvetica, Arial, and Symbol fonts are strongly recommended.


Numbering and Captions

All photos and figures must be captioned with a figure number (and/or photo number), title and description. For good readability, the font size in your figures should be 10 point or larger (see Figure 1). Use italics for the captions.

Gray Backgrounds

Avoid gray backgrounds; gray scaling may impair the appearance in the proceedings book.

ELECTRONIC DATA

Electronic data for your manuscript, abstract or extended abstract are required. Prepare the electronic files of your manuscript (full paper or extended abstract) and short abstract in Microsoft Word format. The LatinDisplay Program Committee will add paper number and page numbers electronically to the received files. Please don’t set a password on your document.

SUBMISSION

The authors would send the manuscripts (full paper or extended abstract) and short abstracts before indicated deadline. Submit the electronic versions of your manuscript and abstracts in .DOC, .DOCX, .RTF or ODT format at the LatinDisplay 2009 website.
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
